3. Wiring the Power Inputs

socket and consists of one green terminal block connector within 6 contacts.

Insert positive/negative DC power wires into Contacts 1 and 2 for Power 1, or
Contacts 5 and 6 for Power 2.

Note the Industrial Managed Switch is configured through an
Ethernet connection. Please make sure the manager PC must be set to the
same IP subnet address.

For example, the default IP address of the Industrial Managed Switch is
192.168.0.100, then the manager PC should be set to 192.168.0.x (where x
is @ number between 1 and 254, except 100), and the default subnet mask is
255.255.255.0.

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6. Recovering Back to Default Configuration
